Rules and Regulations

2. The management reserves the right to refuse, accept, conditionally, or to cancel
any entries, disqualify riders or exhibitors, prohibit entries and cancel award prizes
without claims for damages; to cancel or combine any unylled classes, or to re-
schedule classes, after due notice to exhibitors; to change rings or rotate judges; to
change speciycations in jumper classes as competition warrants.
