From Harrisburg traveling on Route 15 South - Take the Route 116
Exit (Hanover Street) - Left off exit. Go 4 miles to Bonneauville. After
curve, take immediate right onto Maple Street. Stay left at fork (Maple
becomes White Hall).

Management, the Committee, and/or Swan Lake Stables will not be
responsible for any accident which may occur to any exhibitor, owner,
attendant, horse or equipment at the show.

Management reserves the right to cancel any class if the required
entries have not been received, and to combine any division, if
necessary, to change an obstacle or alter any course.

ASTM/SEI approved helmets must be worn at all times while
mounted on the show grounds. Harness is required when jumping
for all competitors.

Riders must show in a minimum of 3 shows and be present at the
September 14 Finale Show to qualify for series end awards.

For horse show purposes, the age of an exhibitor will be considered
as of December 1, 2008.

All exhibitors must appear in proper attire.

NO person will be allowed in the ring at any time unless invited in by
the management.

The State of Pennsylvania requires that all horses and ponies must
be in possession of a current negative Coggins Certificate taken
within 12 months. Bring Coggins Certificate to the Secretary.

A fee of $50.00 will be charged for all returned checks.

Every horse on grounds must be entered whether showing or not and
pay the Non-Showing Fee of $35.00 per horse. Anyone not entered
and caught on the grounds will be charged $150.00 per horse facility
use charge.

Office Fee - $10.00 *» Schooling Fee - $10.00 per horse

Champion and Reserve Champion Ribbons will be awarded in all
divisions.

Six Ribbons will be awarded in all classes.

Entry fee will be $15.00 per class.

Stalls are available for $65/night in Cafe Barn and $90/night in Main
Barn. All stall fees are nonrefundable once received. Riders
reserving a stall may warm up from 1:00 p.m. - 5:00 p.m. in the
Hunter rings the day before the show. This will be at no additional
cost. Riders without a stall wishing to ship in the day before for
warm-up will be charged $15.00.

Exhibitors that do not purchase shavings from the horse show will
pay a $25.00 disposal fee for bedding removal.

WARNING - In accordance with PA Act #93 of 2005 you assume the
risk of Equine Activities Pursuant to Pennsylvania law.

Please use designated parking areas. You will be asked to move
your vehicle if it is parked in the No Parking areas. There is no
driving on the show grounds.

All dogs must be on a leash when on the property.
